The Role of the Patrol Advisor

The Patrol Advisor is an Assistant Scoutmaster whose primary focus is on a specific patrol.  He/she demonstrates the Scout Spirit and actively encourages the Patrol Leader and the participation and enthusiasm of the patrol members.  He/she understands and promotes the eight Methods of Scouting.

1.  Be a role model of the Scout Spirit.  Believe and live the Scout Oath, Law, Slogan and Motto.

2.  Ensure that the activities of the Patrol are safe, ethical, legal, and comply with Boy Scout principles.

3.  Monitor, encourage, and if needed facilitate communication and relationship between the Patrol Leader and his senior Scout leaders (Troop Guide, ASPL, and SPL).

4.  Encourage the Patrol Leader to fulfill his responsibilities to his patrol, including communication with his patrol members, planning patrol meetings and outings.

5.  Monitor the progress of Patrol Leader and his team in the planning of troop programs and troop outings.

6.  Make sure that the planning of a troop outing is successful.  Step in to help program or outing planning as a last resort.

7.  Monitor and encourage each Scout’s advancement progress.

8.  Communicate with the Scoutmaster any concerns, problems, chronic lack of participation issues, etc.

9.  Wear the Scout uniform.
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
